FOCUSING THE
BIVERSITY OF YOUNG
ADULT MIRISTRIES

“Praclaiming the Gospel means putting
our good names and security on the line by
being with the disenfranchisac in their strug-
gle for liberation from those things which pro-
hibit them from realizing their full potential as
human persons loved by Ged. In that way, we
are called to be both advecates and facilita-
tors ... to confront both Church and secular
decision-makers and to enable the disenfran-
chisad to speak for themselves, ... Open to
the realm of possibilities of new farms the
community may take, it is our calling as minis-
ters and as Christians to bring together al]
persans, regardless of their language, into a
celebration of the Good News.” .

"Learning the language of the disenfran-
chised” was the theme of the statement
drafted by the United States Catholic Confer-
ence Young Adult Board at the First Annual
Young Adult Ministry Canference last June at
Catholic University. This concarn to minister
to and with young adults who “speak a dif-
ferent language” will be furthar explored at
the Second Aanuai Young Adult Conferance,
“Focusing the Diversity of Young Adult Minis-
tries ... an Exploration of Ministries with the
Disenfranchised” from Mzy 30 to June 3,
1977 at St. Catherina’s College, St. Paul, Min-
nesota.

The Conferance will consider the ques-
tien, “How can the Church have a relevant
ministty with the mass of today's young
adults wha have not follgwad traditional pat-
terns of growth and who continue to move

beyond Church, family and other institutic
of saciety?”
